Dr. Starmer relayed that it
was the last race Sunday and they were unable to inform the Trainer. As well, the veterinarian
office was closed Monday and Tuesday and when they arrived today, realized the horse has
been entered to race Saturday. We contacted Andrew Smith to advise him of the problem and he
will attend our office Friday June 22 to discuss the situation.
