- Jockey Rafael Hernandez was found to be in violation of rule 11.07 (interference violation)
and was assessed a three-day riding suspension for coming in with his mount and
interfering with another horse shortly after the break during the fifth race on June 22,
2025. Days to be served July 17,18,19 2025. Ruling #3231859
