A review was held with Jockey Tony Phillips regarding race six (6), September 1%, 2021, in which
rider Phillips was placed from 15t to 2", No penalty was assessed to Phillips as the horse was
lugging in badly.

A review was held with Cliff Quan, the Clerk of the Scales regarding test strip procedures and
protocols. A monetary penalty of $150 was assessed to Mr.Quan for violation of AGCO Rule
15.09.01 (generally accepted standards). Ruling # 1321551.

Inquiry-Jockey’s Claim of Foul: # 7 Swmblondehairblueeyes (Max Badal) on #6 WI| Beautiful
Trauma (Norman DeSouza) at the break. #6 WI Beautiful Trauma did come over and interfere
with #7 Swmblondehairblueeyes on the first jump. #6 WI Beautiful Trauma finished 5" and was
placed 6". #7 Swmblondehairblueeyes finished 6™ and was placed 5". A film review with Norman
DeSouza will not be required as the interference was at the first jump.
